 MACROBUTTON CheckIt ( 26/06 Knossos:  It will be a day to remember!! Firstly you will get a chance to see the legendary Minoan Palace in Knossos, an archaeological site of enormous historical significance.  After leaving the history of the labyrinth and Minotaur, you have the chance then to shop till you drop in the capital of Heraklion.  Finally visiting the museum, where you can view the largest collection of artifacts of the Minoan ages. Please be advised that there will also be a short stop at  the harbour of Heraklion and at  the  Amnissos coast. The Symposium organizer Dr. G. Papadopoulos will guide this one-day excursion personally.  After a short introduction to the great Minoan eruption in Thera volcano, 17th century BC, he will explain in detail what has been the possible impact of the eruption and the subsequent tsunami on the Minoan civilization of Crete and how it is related to the legend of lost Atlantis. At our stop at the harbour of Heraklion historical evidence will be presented regarding the large tsunamis that hit the South Aegean on 30 Sept. 1650 and 9 July 1956. 

Finally, at the stop at the Minoan coastal settlement of Amnissos field information will be given regarding archaeological evidence about the Minoan tsunami. 

Charge =  €45.00 per Person and does not include entrance fees for the palace and museum. 

 MACROBUTTON CheckIt (  27/06 Chania City Tour:  A charming and illuminating tour in the most beautiful parts of beautiful Chania. We will visit the church of Prophet Elias, and the tomb of E. Venizelos, both of which are located in an area with magnificent views of Chania, sure to fascinate all. We will wander around the old parts of the town, where the Venetian palace and the ruins of a monastery lean against Turkish hamams and minarets. We pay a visit to the old market place and take a flavor from its various aromas and Cretan shopping. You also have time at your own disposal to stroll around or enjoy the traditional or modern tastes of the area around the  picturesque old  town.

 MACROBUTTON CheckIt ( 29/06 Falassarna: On this tour, we will admire the diverse magnificence of the archaic landscape, crystal clear waters, beautiful sandy stretches, and bright blue sky.  Falassarna is the western most village in Crete, approximately 20km from Kissamos. Although built next to the sea, just 300m away are the ancient ruins and excavations from the Hellenistic period, which can be visited.  Due to the land uplift, the once ancient port has now become a rich cultivated land, giving you the opportunity to also try the delights of traditional Cretan cuisine at the quaint taverns in this beautiful area.  Sudden uplift up to about 9m is very possibly related to the great earthquake of 21 July 365 which caused heavy destruction in Crete and produced a large tsunami that inundated coastal zones of  the Mediterranean Sea.  Another tsunami, which is possibly documented in Falasarna, occurred in 66AD. Specialists are expected to provide field guidance. This half-day excursion-tsunami field trip is offered by the organizers. 

 MACROBUTTON CheckIt ( Falassarna Meal: furthermore, during this visit you will have the opportunity to enjoy, traditional Greek and Cretan cuisine, as a late lunch/early dinner all while taking in the views from a quaint tavern by the sea. Kindly note that the charge for the meal is €15.00 per person and does not include drinks, this is additional to the excursion offered by the organizing committee, therefore should you wish to participate, kindly mark your interest in the participation box above.   

 MACROBUTTON CheckIt ( Samaria Gorge: No holiday in Crete is complete without a trip through the longest gorge in Europe, the Gorge of Samaria.

The bus will collect us at approximately 06.30 from our Hotel. A stunning drive through the White Mountains to the Plateau of Omalos, which has the shape of an irregular circle and is surrounded by steep, awe-inspiring mountains. On the South part of the plateau you can see Xyloskala-wooden steps from where the descent begins towards the ravine of Samaria. It is the biggest and most imposing ravine in Europe. It spreads 18 kilometers in length from the position Xyloskala and terminates at St.Roumeli in the Libyan Sea. We will arrive around 8 o’clock in the morning and after a breakfast (optional) you will start walking. Descending the 600 wooden steps you will be intrigued by the beauty and serenity of this massive gorge that is shadowed by the White Mountains.  The trail thins out to a mountain path winding through the gorge, where you can see the caves on the rugged mountain sides which once sheltered soldiers but which are now left to the rare Cretan goat "Kri-kri".  The wild and un spoilt scenery and flora that you will see along the way is unrivalled anywhere in Crete. Nearer the end of the gorge the mountainsides narrow to a mere width of 2m (the Iron Gates) before opening out to the coastal village of Agia Roumeli on the shores of the Libyan Sea. The small village is built on the ruins of ancient Tara. 

Many ancient writers mention Tara as a small but strong and independent town. There is time for lunch and a swim in the crystal clear water before the boat ride at 15.45 to the village of Chora Sfakion. Chora Sfakion is the capital of the province, built amphi-theatrically towards the Libyan Sea.  The bus will wait for us there, to drive us back to our hotels. Completely satisfied, you ponder over the magnificence of nature and the accomplishment of tackling Europe's longest gorge. (One-day tour. Return by 19.00).

Charge =  €36.00 per Person and does not include entrance fees into the Gorge, and boat tickets to Chora Sfakion.
